We will also
share how we've used dialogue journals in the past and the numerous
techniques we've used to make dialogue journaling accessible to ELs of all
proficiency levels.

Users will participate in an interactive session on using APS technology
resources to support the workshop model. What APS resources best support
the opening, mini-lesson, independent practice and debrief? We will take a
closer look at the possibilities for each of these workshop components including
a dive into APS core apps.

Explore Project M3 Mentoring Mathematical Minds (Grades 3-6), which is a
series of curriculum units developed to motivate and challenge mathematically
talented students at the elementary level. Project M3 delivers even more ways
for teachers to motivate and challenge advanced students in elementary school
starting in kindergarten. Through differentiated workshop activities, teachers
will explore the highly engaging, hands on, STEAM based units that incorporate
selected activities from multiple grade level units focused on number sense,
fractions, measurement, geometry, algebra, and data and probability.
