WHAT IS THE ADVISORY COUNCIL ON TEACHING AND LEARNING:

The Advisory Council on Teaching and Learning (ACTL) is an advisory body to the School
Board composed of representatives from each school or educational program, as well as a
number of community organizations. Our job is to assist the School Board in reviewing our
schools’ instructional programs and offer recommendations for improvement. ACTL meets
regularly, in the evening, throughout each school year (12-13 meetings, altogether).

TO JOIN ACTL: Askyour PTA, Principal, or community organization to appoint you;
and/or ask us about openings for a representative from your school, program, or
organization. ACTL members should be interested in instruction but do not need to
have specific expertise, and all schools/programs should be represented.
